Goals and Purposes of the Curriculum Correlation Document

Goals

Goal I:  To provide a document that correlates the AL Course of Study Content Standards in Reading and Math with the Objectives from the Curriculum Guides (Reading and Math), the Stanford 10 Standards, the AHSGE Standards from Item Specifications, and available instructional resources.

Goal II:  To provide a document that emphasizes the Content Standards from the AL Course of Study for Reading and Math and includes coded correlation to other state performance/assessment standards.

Purposes

1. This document should be used in conjunction with any similar local curriculum document to serve as additional instructional support.

2. This document may be used as a correlation template for schools with no available curriculum document.

3. This document may be used to assist teachers and administrators in schools that are developing pacing guides or seven-month plans for instruction.

4. This document may be used to correlate local resources with the content and performance/assessment standards.

5. This document may be used to clarify for instructional purposes terminology differences in the content and performance/assessment standards.

6. This document is a non-sequenced correlation of content and performance/assessment standards.

7. This document is an informal interpretation of the correlation between the terminology differences in the Content Standards and the Stanford 10 standards.
