The State Board of Education adopted minimum passing scores for the Praxis Il assessments on February 9, 2006, effective
immediately for individuals who apply for initial certification on or after April 14, 2006. New minimum passing score requirements
were adopted by the State Board of Education on October 12, 2006, December 14, 2006, and March 8, 2007, effective immediately
for individuals who apply for initial certification on or after June 1, 2007. Additionally, individuals who complete approved teacher
education programs at Alabama colleges or universities prior to June 1, 2007, and whose applications are received on or after
December 31, 2007, are required to attain the minimum passing scores shown in the column for “Minimum Scores Required as of
6/1/07.” The score requirements are shown in the chart below:

Additionally, individuals who complete approved teacher education programs at Alabama colleges
and universities prior to June 1, 2007, and whose applications are received on or after December 31, 2007, must also meet these score
requirements.

Score requirements for these tests were adopted by the State Board of Education on March 8, 2007, effective immediately for individuals who apply
for certification on or after June 1, 2007. Additionally, individuals who complete approved teacher education programs at Alabama colleges and
universities prior to June 1, 2007, and whose applications are received on or after December 31, 2007, must also meet these score requirements.
